GED Options Contract Status Review Procedure

The GED Options Instructor will review the contract status with each student on a weekly basis. Specific issues addressed in this review will include time owed, progress on work assignments, chronic behavior (if any) and CCE status. These steps will be followed when unacceptable behaviors with respect to attendance, class participation and employment status are noted. If situations arise of a serious nature, the student may be released from the program. The student may be released at any step of the process if conditions exist that warrant such action.

1. GED Options Instructor will counsel with the student.

2. Problems that become chronic will result in a conference between the GED Options Instructor, parent and student to discuss strategies to resolve the negative behavior(s).

3. Persistent chronic behavior(s) will result in a conference between the student, parent, coordinator and administrator to discuss the unacceptable pattern of behavior.

4. If the behavior issues are not resolved after the conference, the student will be placed on a Condition of Probation. This tool is designed to help the student re-evaluate their priorities and attitudes toward continuing in the GED Options program. NOTE:  During any quarter, if a student gets 20 hours behind in attendance or with in 50% of the allowable make-up time, a letter will be mailed to the student’s address of record and the student will be placed on a Condition of Probation.

5. If the student remains in violation of contract, the student will be transferred out of the Regular Diploma Contract to another alternative program option
6. If the student does not comply with the Regular or Alternative Diploma Contract, the student will have the option to take the GED test or other alternative programming , but will not graduate with a diploma of any type, nor be allowed to participate in a graduation ceremony.

7. If all steps have been followed and the negative behavior(s) remains unresolved, the student may be release from the GED Option Program.
