GED Options Program

Enrollment Procedure

Purpose:
After a GED Options student is referred, the GED Options Instructor will do the following:

Steps:
1. The GED Options Instructor will test each student prior to be scheduled an interview.

a. The GED Options Instructor will administer the “Locator Test” (allow 1-1.5 hours to complete)

b. The GED Options Instructor will score the test.

c. The student must score a “D” on the reading to be accepted into the GED Options Program.

d. This test will also determine the appropriate lever to test on the TABE. 

2. The GED Options Instructor will do one of the following:

a. If the student scores a “M” or below he/she will be referred back to the home school.

b. If the student scores a “D” or above he/she will be scheduled an interview.  

3. The GED Options Instructor will administer the TABE at the appropriate level for the student. (allow 3 hours to complete) (Refer to the Locate Test results) 

4. The GED Options Instructor will score and determine the preparation assignment plans for each student. Refer to the GED course contracts TAB C.
